How to use the 
Pupil Led Sensory (RAG) Audit of a School Environment Tool
Please see attached for the Pupil Led Sensory (RAG) Audit of a School Environment Tool, which is an Excel document that staff can use to help children and young people identify the areas of your school environment that is negatively impacting on their comfort and sensory integration, which will be invaluable information when supporting the transition of new pupils into year 7.

Pupils can use the simple RAG system to identify areas of the school where reasonable adjustments should be implemented to avoid them becoming dysregulated with their senses, whilst removing any significant barriers to learning and social interactions – as seen below:
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The pupil’s response can then be used by you to determine your next steps – as seen below:
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Data from the pupil led audit will automatically create a pie chart showing their proportionate levels of sensory comfort/integration in relation to the whole school environment - as seen below. 
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The EXCEL document also contains useful information to support your understanding of hypo and hyper behaviours, and also identify appropriate strategies.  There is also a template for a sensory profile contained within the document, which can be used to disseminate specific information about a pupil’s sensory needs, strategies and provision, ensuring a consistent, informed and successful approach.
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The pack also contains a red, amber and green card with smiley faces, which professionals can use to support children and young people with communicating their levels of comfort in response to the areas visited when completing the audit – as seen below.
